Consideration of and possibly take action to finally adopt rule changes to Texas Administrative Code, Title 22, Part 2, Chapter 51, Subchapter B, Rule §51.12 to require new barber schools or colleges to pay required inspection or re-inspection fees before inspections will be scheduled by the Board.

Significant items currently included are:  (1) request to delete TOC 1601.264 and 1601.402 requirements for health certificate to obtain or renew a barber license; (2) delete TOC 1601.301 requirement that barber must have practiced at least 12 months before obtaining a shop permit; (3) change TOC 1601.257 minimum age for manicurist license from 16 years of age to 17 years of age; (4) change TOC 1601.560 to allow 25:1 student/teacher ratio in barber schools rather than current 20:1; and other items. Board may consider and take action on requesting that the existing statutes governing the issuance of permits for barber shops and/or specialty shop be considered for revision by the Legislature.
