12.6 Amend Rule 51.57 regarding examination applications to delete requirements in 51.57(b)(1) and

        51.57(b)(2) that applications and school owner/manager statements be notarized, to delete reference

        to health certificate in 51.57(b)(3), and to delete 51.57(b)(4) requiring payment by money order or

        cashier’s check.
