1.  Pursuant to Chapter 551 of the Texas Government Code (Open Meetings), meeting was called to order at 2:27 pm and roll called by Ron Brown, Vice Chairman.  In attendance were Mr. Ron Brown, Mr. James Dickerson, Ms. Mary Lou Daughtrey, Ms. Terissa Johnson, Ms. Janie Garza, Mr. Glenn Parker, Mr. Jerry Daniels, and Ms. Gloria Torres.   Mr. William Kuykendall and Ms. Janis Wiggins were not present.

2.   Mr. Joseph Pitner introduced Mr. Jeb Boyt and Kevin Hamby as the new Assistant Attorneys General for the Barber Board.

3.   The board approved the Certificates of Appreciation for certain individuals in recognition of their 50 or more years of service as licensed barbers.  All board members signed certificates.

4.   Motion made by Mrs. Daughter to accept minutes of November 16, 2004 and January 10-11 2005, seconded by Mrs. Garza, none oppose.  Motion passed.

5.  Public Comments – A letter from Mr. Joe Shirley, a barber and a barber shop owner, was read in which Mr. Shirley expressed his support for withdraw the proposed rules that would have required shop owners and independent contractors to purchase the statute and rule books.  Mr. Shirley also requested that the newsletter fee be rescinded and asked the board to abolish the requirement that independent contractors have booth rental permits.

7.   Glenn Parker reported on Informal Hearings and reason for any reductions on fines.  Motion to accept made by Mrs. Daughtrey and seconded by Mrs. Garza/Johnson.  Mr. Dickerson voted no.  Motion passed.

8.   Mr. Dickerson made motion to withdraw proposed rule change to amendment to Rule 51.77 (Barber Shop Permit) that would require that the permit holder(s) for barber shops and specialty shops purchase current copies of the Board’s Statutes and Rules booklets (books) whenever an original shop permit is issued and whenever a shop permit is renewed, and to keep the Statutes and Rules booklets on site in the shop.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Daughtrey, none opposed, the motion passed.

9.   Mr. Dickerson made a motion to withdraw proposed rule change to amendment to Rule 51.97 (Booth Rental Permit) that would require that the permit holder for barber booth rental permit or manicurist booth rental permit purchase current copies of the Board’s Statutes and Rules booklets (books) whenever an original booth rental permit is issued and whenever a booth rental permit is renewed, and to keep the Statutes and Rules booklets on site in the shop.  (Booth renters are also known as independent contractors.)  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Daughtrey, none opposed, the motion passed.

10.   Mr. Dickerson made a motion to revise Rule 51.3 (Fines) to change penalty for first offense for failure to have a booth rental permit from “Warning” to $100.  Motion was seconded by Mrs. Daughtrey, none opposed, motion passed.   

11.   Executive Director Glenn Parker gave the Board updates on agency activities and operations including, but not limited to, status of legislative issues, status of shared inspections with Cosmetology Commission, and informed the board that the barber program at the Three Rivers Federal Prison has been discontinued.  He also explained that Barber Board fees are higher than the Cosmetology Commission fees because the Cosmetology Commission has approximately ten times the number of license than the Board.

12.   Jerry Daniels presented the financial and operations reports, including year-to-date revenue and expenditure reports, student enrollment reports, and examination results report.

13.   Mr. Parker briefly reviewed the status of the pending requests for changes to its governing statute, Chapter 1601 of the Texas Occupations Code.  No action was taken. 

14.   No action or discussion was taken on Board activities and priorities for 79th Legislative Session, including but not limited to recommendations from the Sunset Advisory Commission, and preparation for meetings with other governmental officials and oversight groups as appropriate.

15.   No action was taken to review and revise the agency application package for new barber schools.

16   No action was taken on the proposal to amend Rule 51.141 (Definitions) to include definitions for “Expired License or Permit”, “Inactive License or Permit”, and “Unlicensed” as those terms apply to barbering and related occupations regulated by the Board of Barber Examiners.

17.   Mrs. Daughtrey made a motion to accept Board’s evaluation report on the Executive Director and the Board’s self-evaluation as presented at the November, 2004 meeting.  Mr. Dickerson seconded, none opposed, motion passed.

18.   No action was taken to appoint members of advisory committee for health and sanitation issues.

19.   No action was taken to review the booth rental process permit (independent contractor) and revisions to statutes, rules, board policies and procedures concerning booth rental permits.

20.   Board set tentative date for next Board meeting for August 1st, 2005.

21.   Meeting was adjourned at 3:44 pm.
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
